SAP APPEAL

Evaluation of student
academic performance
occurs annually at the end of
the spring semester.

A committee will review the
appeal, and a response will
be provided within fifteen
(15) business days. Students
will be notified of the
committee’s decision in
writing (personal email
announcement at their WPU
Connect account). The
decision of the SAP Appeals
Committee is final.

Students will be notified to
appeal in June and provided
a deadline by which to submit
electronically.

Students not making SAP at
the end of the spring
semester are not eligible for
summer financial aid
regardless of the SAP Appeal
outcome.
