Emerita/us Policy announced at the Board of Trustees meeting the previous week. Makarec said 90 
that the Policy was not immediately available [it is archived in the Packet for this meeting], but 91 
the main points are that a person who has served WPU for at least ten years and retires in good 92 
standing, will be awarded Emerita or Emeritus status. The perks are much as the Senate had 93 
suggested. In response to Tardi’s question, Makarec said that she did not think it would be 94 
retroactive. 95
