Counseling masters program. The changes will permit students to add an elective. 61 
The proposal was approved unanimously. 62

ELECTIONS COUNCIL: ELECTION OF A MEMBER OF THE 64 
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:  Andreopoulos will be on sabbatical during the 65 
spring semester, so there is a vacancy on the Executive Committee.  Elections 66 
Council co-chair Cupo opened the floor for nominations. Tardi nominated Perez 67 
from Marketing and Management. There were no other nominations. Perez spoke 68 
briefly about his previous service on the Executive Committee. A closed ballot was 69 
held. Cupo announced the results: there were 40 ballots cast. Perez received 37 70 
votes; 2 members abstained and one ballot was blank. Perez will serve on the 71 
Executive Committee until the election of the new Executive Committee for the 72 
2018-2019 at the May 3rd meeting. 73

STUART GOLDSTEIN, VICE-PRESIDENT FOR MARKETING:  Goldstein 75 
presented and commented on his PowerPoint slides [archived in the Packet for this 76 
meeting] and fielded questions from the senators. 77

Several senators – Martus, Pozzi, Kromidas, Perez, Steinhart --described problems 79 
they have had in the past getting their programs marketed properly. Goldstein 80 
asked that anyone who is having difficulties in this regard to contact him directly. 81 
Kothandaraman asked how our marketing budge compares with Montclair’s.  82 
Goldstein said that such data is impossible to pinpoint and he wouldn’t share our 83 
figures with our competitors. Ellis urged that the students’ backstories should be 84 
emphasized more. Tardi recommended considering full page adds in major 85 
newspapers similar to the one recently placed in the Star Ledger by Montclair 86 
University, which drew a high degree of positive publicity by integrating the new 87 
building (resulting from funding of the Bond issue) with the programs/curriculum 88 
and the careers to which they will lead. Andreopoulos emphasized the need to 89 
promote the reputation of the University.  90
